ARI’S 24/7 SOCCER LEAGUE RULES

Schedule: Games will take place on Sundays, Wed, and Thursdays the first game of the day will start no earlier than 7am and the last game will start no later than 12am. All games will begin on the hour. Teams will be notified of their entire season schedule prior to the second week of the season. All season will consist of 9 weeks of league play and 1 week of playoffs. We will not hold games on Dec. 24th and Dec. 31st due to the holidays.

Game Play/Timekeeping: Games will consist of two, 25-minute halves.

The entire game will be played using a running time clock.

Only the referee may stop the clock due to injury or long delay.

The game ball we will use is a size 5 ball. (U11 and younger use size 4)

A Regular-season game may end in a tie.

When a playoff game ends in a tie, there will be a SUDDEN-DEATH overtime period of 10 minutes. If still tied, Penalty Kicks. (Each team will take five penalty kicks)
Number of players on the field: All youth teams on the turf field will use 6 players.

All adult teams will use 5 players. (Unless coaches agree otherwise)

Forfeits: If a team is not able to field 4 players by 10 minutes after game time, the game will be considered a forfeit. The score recorded will be 10 - 0.

If both teams agree, a player from another team may be used to avoid a forfeit situation.

Tie Breakers: The following order will be used to determine tie breakers at the conclusion of the regular season:

1. Most Points
2. Most goals + / -
3. Head to Head Winner
PLAY-OFFS: FOR THE FINAL 8 TEAMS THAT MAKE PLAY-OFFS TEAM NUMBERS ARE TAKEN FROM STATS, NOT FROM THE SCHEDULE.
Rules: All games will be played under FIFA rules, with the exception of the following:

1. A) Blue Card (two-minute penalty), for a minor offense, two blues become an automatic yellow card.

B) Blue Card Penalty is over if other team scores.

C) Coincidental Blue Cards – Both teams play 1 man down for the entire 2 minutes, regardless of any goals scored during that time.

2. A)Yellow Card (five-minute penalty), two yellow cards become an automatic Red Card. (1 game suspension)

B) Yellow Card Penalty is served regardless of whether the penalized team is scored against.

C) Coincidental Yellow Cards – Both teams play 1 man down for entire 5 minutes, regardless of any goals scored during that time.

D) Red Cards result in ejection, 1 game suspension, teams plays shorthanded for remainder of the game, and player MUST leave the facility before play resumes.When serving a penalty, (unless an ejection) the player must be inside the penalty box and exit onto the field.
3. A) Goalkeepers must serve a Yellow Card and Red Card penalty.
B) Blue Card Penalties on the goalkeeper may be served by a field player.
4. Fighting – Automatic Red Card, ejection, and two game suspensions. Second time offenders will be suspended for the season.
5. Jumping in – Red Card, ejection, and four game suspensions.
6. No Offside. The keeper can catch any pass back from team players. 
7. The Mid-line rule will be in effect. The goalkeeper cannot free throw or goal kick the ball over the midfield. 

8. Goalkeeper’s box – cannot slide tackle out side of the goalies box?
9. A) All kick-ins are considered direct kicks.
B)If the ball leaves the playing field or hits the ceiling, support beams, hanging lights, or side netting, it will be considered out of bounds and will result in a direct kick, at a spot nearest where the ball left the playing field.

C) If the ball hits the ceiling, lights, or beams ABOVE the penalty box, the kick-in is placed at the top of the box.

D) While defending direct kicks, players must maintain a 2-yard distance from the ball.

10. Penalty Kicks are awarded at the top of the box.

11. The goalkeeper may pick up the ball when passed back to him; he/she must get the ball back in play within 5 seconds. (Otherwise indirect kick will be awarded to opposing team)

12. A) Substitutions are on the fly. If in the referees’ discretion, a substitution is made unfairly, a Two Minute Blue Card Penalty is issued for Too Many Men.
B) Do not jump over the boards.

13. No Slide-Tackling will be tolerated. The referee MAY call a dangerous play infraction whenever a player (except goalkeeper when inside the box) slides to play the ball or plays the ball while on the ground.
14. COED TEAMS. Teams that have female players in their roster can play with an extra player on the field only IF they have a minimum of two female players playing at the same time on the field. IF one of the female players is playing as a goalie then they can’t use a sixth player on the field. IF at the same time the coed team chooses to play at times with only male players on the field they will play with the same number of players as the other team. IF both teams are playing each other and both teams have female players, they play with 5 players not 6.  
Equipment: All players will be required to wear shin guards. No protruding metal or plastic elements will be allowed. All teams must wear uniform shirt, shorts and long socks.
Referees: Certified game officials will be supplied by ARI’S 24/7 SOCCER INC. Please respect their position and their calls. Any decision made by an official is final. Any cursing heard by officials or to officials will result in an automatic penalty at the referees’ discretion.
